REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
Monday      November 20, 2017   7:00pm


A regular meeting of the Charlotte Court House Town Council was held on Monday, November 20, 2017, 
at 7:00 pm. Mayor Walker called the meeting to order. Council Members Andrews, Kurdt, Haskins, Walker, Watkins and Jones were present.  Council Member Watkins motioned to approve the agenda as presented. The motion was seconded and carried by voice vote:  6 ayes, 0 nays. Council Member Andrews motioned to approve the October 16, 2017 regular meeting minutes as presented. The motion was seconded and carried by voice vote: 6 ayes and 0 nays. Council Member Kurdt motioned to approve the financial statement as presented. The motion was seconded and carried by voice vote: 6 ayes and 0 nays.
 
Citizen Comments 	Terry Ramsey expressed concern that a neighbor has been firing guns in his back yard. Following discussion where it was noted that this concern has been raised on previous occasions, the Clerk was instructed to research gun regulations in other places and report back at the next meeting. 

Planning Commission Report     Terry Ramsey, Chair of the Planning Commission (PC) reported that the PC met on Nov. 13th to continue work on the Town zoning ordinance. He stated that Town Zoning Administrator, Robert Hendrick was in attendance, and that they began editing the use matrix. He stated that the PC will next meet on Monday, December 11, and that their January meeting will take place on Tuesday, the 8th, to allow the Zoning Administrator to attend. 

Executive Session     As authorized by section 2.2-3711 A-1of the Code of Virginia, a motion was made by Council Member Jones to convene in closed session to discuss a personnel issue. The motion was seconded by Council Member Andrews and carried by voice vote: 6 ayes, 0 nays.The following resolution was read by Mayor Walker, and adopted by roll call vote, Watkins, aye; Andrews, aye; Kurdt, aye; Jones, aye; Haskins, aye; Walker, aye:  Whereas, the Town Council of Charlotte Court House has convened a closed session meeting on this date pursuant to an affirmative recorded vote and in accordance with the provisions of the Virginia Freedom of Information Act; and Whereas, #2.1-344.1 of the Code of Virginia requires a certification by this Town Council of Charlotte Court House that such closed meeting was conducted in conformity with Virginia law; and Now, therefore be it resolved that the Town Council of Charlotte Court House hereby certifies that, to the best of each member’s knowledge, (i) only public business matters lawfully exempted from open meeting requirements by Virginia law were discussed in the closed session to which this certification resolution applies, and (ii) only such public business matters as were identified in the motion convening the closed meeting were heard, discussed or considered by the Town Council of Charlotte Court House.

Committee Reports     Water Committee – Council Member Jones reported that a joint Water Committee and Personnel Committee meeting was held on November 6th. The need for a map of the water system was discussed and it was suggested that a group of people who are familiar with the system get together to create one. Also discussed were the need for a full-time water operator; the need to research the salary range offered at other municipalities; and, the location of the water meter at the new courthouse must be approved by the Town. Council Member Walker reported that she spoke with the superintendent of schools regarding their call system and that she was able to secure pricing from the “Calling Post” for a pay as you go type of service. Following discussion, Council Member Walker motioned to set up and account with Calling Post enabling up to 200 calls per month for a fee of $10.00 per month. The motion was seconded by Council Member Watkins and carried by voice vote: 6 ayes, 0 nays. Building, Grounds, Streets & Lights Committee – Council Member Andrews requested that the Council review ordinances at the beginning of the year and start enforcing them. She stated that new businesses need to know what the Town ordinances are. Mayor Walker stated that he has been approached twice about selling the municipal building. He stated that he mentioned to the Board of Supervisors that the Council is interested in moving to the current courthouse building once it is vacated. 
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Annual Tree Lighting     Mayor Walker stated the need to test the lights on the tree and make adjustments if necessary. He stated that in the past this has taken place on the Saturday after Thanksgiving and requested that volunteers meet at the courthouse at 11:00 am on November 25th. Council Members Andrews stated that she will put the window lights in the courthouse. Council Member Haskins stated that the Eureka school chorus cannot perform at the tree lighting service due to a scheduling conflict. Council Member Andrews will ask Jeremy Elder if he can assist with special music. 

Water / Maintenance    Dawn Watson reported that the water system is almost back to normal. A bacteriological sample of the contact tank at well #7 has yet to be taken. She stated that the SCADA system works well except for the tank on Moses Drive, which is not reading. Following discussion regarding U.S. Cellular’s request to lease space on the Moses Drive water tower, Council Member Kurdt motioned to accept U.S. Cellular’s offer to pay rent in the amount of $600.00 per month for space on the tower. The motion was seconded by Council Member Haskins and carried by voice vote: 6 ayes, 0 nays. Council Member Jones stated that language must be written into the lease agreement to assure that their signal will not interfere with the Town’s radio system.  

Clerk’s Report     Karen Price reported that the Town truck has been repaired. She stated that there has been no further progress with the VML Insurance claim and that the auditors are working on the FY 16-17 audit.
