Chairman Terry Ramsey called the meeting to order and declared that a quorum was present.
The agenda and September meeting minutes were approved as presented. 

Robert Hendrick recommended that solar farms, cell towers and adult entertainment issues be addressed as the Commission moves forward with zoning. He stated the importance of a Comprehensive Plan review process as noted in 15.2-2230 of the Code of Virginia.
There was discussion regarding land use/acreage size limits when dealing with solar farms, and the possible need for amending the Comp. Plan during the zoning ordinance draft process.

Using Google Earth, Andy Carwile outlined various Historic District proposals as suggested by PC members. There was discussion regarding how to zone the historic areas of the north end of Town, including the former Central High School building.
